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USING YOUR NEW AIR PURIFIER STEP-BY-STEP





STEP 1.  Remove the Royal Air Purifier from the packaging:





  If after removing the Royal Air Purifier from the shipping carton it appears to have any physical damage that occurred during the delivery, contact the dealer or distributor you bought the Royal Air Purifier from for information on returning the unit. Do not plug it in! Keep all packaging materials for damaged shipping claims or return shipment for repair.





STEP 2.  Placing your Royal Air Purifier (AVALON-Series)





As with any electrical device make sure your placement is away from water or liquids that could short out the unit and cause an electrical hazard.  The unit comes standard with an 8 foot hose to allow safe distance away from liquids.  


Place unit on a stable surface to avoid tipping.


Arrange cord and hose so that it cannot be pulled on by children or tripped over.


Only plug unit into a 3 prong grounded outlet. The ground should always be used. Do not defeat this safety feature.


Inspect micro-bubbler before each use to make sure it is intact.  For safety, broken bubblers or sharp chipped bubblers should be replaced and not used.   





STEP 3. Assemble external components.


The check valve should be screwed into the unit using plumber’s tape to ensure a leak free connection. Tighten check valve until snug into the unit. 


Attach the 8’ silicone tubing to the check valve using a hose clamp.


Attach the micro-bubbler to the other side of the 8’ silicone hose using a hose clamp.





STEP 4.  Plugging in the Royal Air Purifier


Unwrap the power cord and plug it into a near-by electrical outlet.  To increase the longevity of the Avalon water purifier the unit only has on and off.  When the unit is plugged in it is on.  Unplug the unit to turn it off.  A timer has been included to control the on and off function of the machine.





CAUTION: CONNECT ONLY TO ALTERNATING CURRENT (AC): 110 VAC 60 Hz.  NEVER CONNECT TO DIRECT CURRENT (DC)!














Helpful Hints: AVALON-2

        The AVALON-2 Unit is designed for use in several purification problems. The following information is only a few areas that the company has thought the unit may be useful however it is not limited to these areas alone.





The Water Application: by placing the ceramic bubbler into a glass of water, a gallon bottle of water or a 5 gallon carboy, you can bubble ARAN treated air into the solution and obtain remarkable results in removing foul odors and dissolved impurities from the water. You may use a common coffee filter to remove any oxidized particles from the water after it has been bubbled. The time required to remove impurities is directly proportionate to the concentration of impurities in the water. The more impurities, the longer the process is required.





The “between walls” insulation purification:  by drilling a hole that is ¼” in diameter in an internal wall, you can place the silicone hose (without the ceramic bubbler) into the cavity between the internal wall and the external wall.  The unit can produce about 3 liters of ARAN Treated air under a 4 pound pressure per minute. This air can penetrate into the cavity and kill bacteria and fungi that ordinarily are not reached with normal air purification systems.  The length of time required to complete this process is directly proportionate to the density of the insulation and the degree of pollution that is concentrated within the walls. REMEMBER THAT NORMAL HOUSING IS CONSTRUCTED WITH WALL STUDS EVERY 16” AND MAY REQUIRE SEVERAL APPLICATIONS PER WALL TO COMPLETE THE PROCESS IN EACH CELL CAVITY.





The Bath Tub application:  Prior to entering into the water, you can insert the Bubbler of the AVALON-2  into the water and allow it to bubble for approximately thirty minutes (30). The quantity of water is directly proportionate to the time necessary to bubble the water in order to obtain the desired results. Do not allow the bubbler to remain in the water if other oils or additives are dissolved in the water at a later time.





The Jacuzzi® / Whirlpool® application: Special care should be used in this application since more than one person may use very often the same water without changing the water. Additionally, the Bubbler should be running prior to placing it into the water, as there are often special salts or solutions added to this water that may interfere with the porous surfaces of the Bubbler. Additionally, the Bubbler should be placed in clean water while it is still running when it is removed from the water to further clean and remove any particles that may have adhered to the Bubbler’s surface.





The Bed application:  By placing the AVALON-2  hose under the blankets and/or sheets of your bed, you can ARAN Treat the surfaces of your bed and kill bacteria or fungi that will be exposed to the ARAN treated air. The sheets and bed will have a fresh clean smell to them. Time necessary to complete this process is directly proportionate to the amount of pollution and/or body odor that may exist prior to its use.
